Abstract: Repeals the prohibition on granting a permit, license, registration, variance, or
compliance schedule to certain facilities receiving sulphur in solid state.

Present law prohibits a permit, license, registration, variance, or compliance scheduleto be
granted for the construction or modification of any facility to be used in receiving sulphur

in the solid state in bulk quantities and from which sulphur particulate matter will be
emitted.
