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Guinn HB No. 775

Abstract:  Provides for the rulemaking authority of the Dept. of Wildlife and Fisheries.

Present law provides that an interested person may petition an agency requesting the adoption,
amendment, or repeal of a rule.

Proposed law retains present law.

Present law provides that within 90 days after submission of a petition in accordance with agency
rules, the agency shall either deny the petition in writing, stating reasons for the denial, or shall
initiate rulemaking proceedings in accordance with present law.

Proposed law provides that the agency shall review the request and provide timely notice to the
person making the request indicating whether or not the agency intends to act on the request. 
The burden to establish the need for a requested rule change shall rest with the person submitting
the request.

Present law authorizes the Wildlife and Fisheries Commission through the secretary of the Dept.
of Wildlife and Fisheries to adopt rules and regulations for the comprehensive control of birds,
shellfish, finfish, and wild quadrupeds.

Proposed law retains present law.

Summary of Amendments Adopted by House

Committee Amendments Proposed by House Committee on Natural Resources and
Environment to the original bill.

1. Requires the agency to review the request and provide timely notice to the person
making the request indicating whether or not the agency intends to act on the request.

2. Places the burden to establish the need for a requested rule change shall rest with the
person submitting the request.

3. Removes authority for an agency to prescribe the form and procedures for petitions by
rule.

4. Removes requirement of responding within 90 days of submission.
