AN ACT

Toamend andreenact R.S. 37:2102, 2104, 2110, and 2111, relativeto sanitarians; to provide
for the correction of the name of areferenced state agency; to providefor anincrease
in the maximum compensation amember of the L ouisiana State Board of Examiners
for Sanitarians may receive; to provide for the correction of statutory citations; to
provide for clarification of the board's authority to issue sanitarian trainee permits;
to provide for the revision of the qualifications of applicants seeking to become
sanitarians; and to provide for related matters.

Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 37:2102, 2104, 2110, and 2111 are hereby amended and reenacted

to read as follows:
§2102. Board of Examiners; creation;; domicile; membership; terms of office

The Louisiana State Board of Examiners for Sanitarians is hereby created

within the Department of Health and Hospitals and is subject to the provisions of
R.S. 36:803. Itsdomicile shall bein the city of New Orleans, Louisiana. The board
shall consist of seven members, three of whom shall be respectively the dean of the
College of Arts and Sciences of Louisiana State University and Agricultural and
Mechanical College; the dean of the College of Arts and Sciences of Tulane
University of Louisiana; and the assistant secretary, ©fficeof PubleHealth-Services

and-Environmental-Quatity office of public health of the Department of Health and

Hospitals, and four of whom shall be duly recognized practicing sanitarians

appointed by the governor.
The four sanitarians of the original board shall be appointed to terms

beginning with the effective date of this Chapter, as follows: one member for one
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year, one member for two years, one member for three years, and one member for
four years. Thereafter each sanitarian appointed to the board shall be appointed and
serve for aterm of four years.
§2104. Organization of board; seal; administration of oaths, meetings, quorum;

compensation

Theboard of examiners shall annually elect one of its members as chairman,
another as vice chairman and one of its members as secretary, and it isauthorized to
select such other officers and employees, and adopt such rules which shall have the
force and effect of law, as may be necessary for the efficient operation of the board.
The board of examiners shall have an official seal and each member shall be
empowered to administer oaths in the taking of testimony upon any matters
pertaining to the functions of the board. The board of examiners shall meet annually
on adate to be fixed by the board in its rules and bylaws and at such other times as
may be deemed necessary by the chairman of the board for the efficient handling of
business matters. Four members shall constitute a quorum for the purpose of
transacting business. Each member of the board of examiners shall receive as
compensation for his services a maximum fee of ferty one hundred dollars per day
when the board isin session, and in addition thereto his actual and necessary travel
expenses. Membership on the board of a public employee shall not constitute dual

office holding within the meaning of R.S. 4+4:337 42:61, et seq., or any other statute

prohibiting dual office holding.

§2110. Sanitarian trainees; permits

The board is authorized to issue sanitarian trainee permits to santtartan

trainees—provided—sdueh applicants who have met the minimum educational

requirements of R.S. 37:2111 but who either do not possess the required year of

experience and training in environmental sanitation or environmental health or have

not yet passed the written and oral examinations before the board. Such permits

shall not be issued for a period in excess of two years, and provided, further, the
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board may by rule require sanitarian traineesto work only under the supervision and

direction of licensed sanitarians.

§2111. Qualifications of applicants

On—Jandary—15,-1959,-and-thereafter,—a A person aspiring to become a

licensed sanitarian in the state of Louisiana shall be a graduate of a an accredited

choot with a bachelor's

college or university eedrse

degree and concentration of coursesin environmental sanitation or the general area

of environmental health. In lieu thereof, a person may-have-a aspiring to become a

licensed sanitarian shall be a graduate of an accredited college or university with a

bachelor's degree which includes at least thirty semester hours, or the equivalent, of

courses in baste-studiestthe physical; and biological; sciences, with aminimum of

six hours in the physical sciences and a minimum of ten hours in the biological

sciences. Prior to being issued alicense as a sanitarian, all sanitarian trainees shall

have compl eted and-soeto-economie-screrees,pHas a minimum of one year of field

experience, which shall include the successful completion of a board approved

training coursein environmental sanitation or environmental health. Theboard may,

by rule, specify the particul ar types of physical and biological science courseswhich

will be deemed acceptable to fulfill the educational requirements of this Section.

The board of examiners shall be vested with the authority to designate in detail the
types and length of the required training in environmental sanitation or

environmental health and the types of experience necessary. When-the-above

Section 2. ThisAct shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not

signed by the governor, upon expiration of thetimefor billsto becomelaw without signature
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by the governor, as provided by Article 111, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana. If
vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by the legidature, this Act shall become

effective on the day following such approval.
