House Bill No. 564 by Representative Abramson

CRIME/SEX OFFENSES: Createsthe crime of trafficking of children for sexual purposes

Synopsis of Senate Amendments

1. Deletes the word "solicit" from the elements of the crime of trafficking of
children for sexual purposes.

2. Added technical amendments.

Digest of Bill as Finally Passed by Senate

Proposed law creates the crime of trafficking of children for sexual purposes and defines it
asfollows:

Q) To knowingly recruit, harbor, transport, provide, sell, purchase, or otherwise obtain
aperson under the age of eighteen years for the purpose of engaging in commercial
sexual activity.

2 To knowingly benefit from participation in a venture which has engaged in activity
prohibited by proposed law.

3 For any parent, legal guardian, or person having custody of a person under the age
of eighteen yearsto knowingly permit or consent such minor to enter into any activity

prohibited by proposed law.

Proposed law defines "commercial sexual activity” and "venture”.
Proposed law provides for the following criminal penalties:

Q) General penalty includesafine of not morethan $50,000, imprisonment at hard labor
for 15 to 50 years, or both.

2 When the victim is under the age of 14, the perpetrator shall be fined not more than
$75,000, and imprisoned at hard labor for 25 to 50 years, with aminimum mandatory
sentence of 25 years.

3 When the perpetrator isaparent, legal guardian, or person with custody of aminor,
he shall be required to serve at least five years of the sentence imposed without
benefit of probation, parole, or suspension of sentence.

4) When the perpetrator is a parent, legal guardian, or person with custody of avictim
who isunder the age of 14 years, the perpetrator shall berequired to serveat least 10
years of the sentence imposed without benefit of probation, parole, or suspension of
sentence.

Proposed law provides that the multidisciplinary team approach applicable to children who
have been abused or neglected, to the extent practical, shall apply to the children who are
victims.
