5 Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:

6 Section 1. R.S. 38:2316 is hereby amended and reenacted to read as follows:

7 §2316. Applicability

8 Except as provided in R.S. 38:2311(C), the provisions of this Part shall not

9 apply to professional service contracts in which the estimated project budget cost is

10 one two million dollars or less.

11 Section 2. This Act shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not

12 signed by the governor, upon expiration of the time for bills to become law without signature

13 by the governor, as provided by Article III, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana. If

14 vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by the legislature, this Act shall become

15 effective on the day following such approval.

Present law (R.S. 38:2310 et seq.) provides requirements for agencies seeking to enter into
professional services contracts for architect, engineer, or landscape architect services.

Present law exempts from such requirements professional services contracts in which the
estimated budget is $1,000,000 or less. Proposed law increases this exemption threshold
from $1,000,000 to $2,000,000.

Effective upon signature of the governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.
