WHEREAS, he has completed his twenty-fourth season on the PGA Tour and has
earned a stellar thirteen career victories, including the 2001 PGA Championship and the
2001 Compaq Classic, has had sixteen runner-up finishes while making 411 cuts in 611
career starts, made the 2002 World Cup, three U.S. Ryder Cup teams, was instrumental in
helping the United States win the 2007 Presidents Cup, and has tied for fourth in the U.S.
