Present law relative to leases provides that the willful failure to comply with present law shall give
the tenant or lessee the right to recover actual damages or $200, whichever is greater, from the
landlord or lessor, or from the lessor's successor in interest.

Proposed law provides that tenant or lessee has the right to recover any portion of the security
deposit wrongfully retained and $300 or twice the amount of the portion of the security deposit
wrongfully retained, whichever is greater, from the landlord or lessor, or from the lessor's successor
in interest.

Effective on January 1, 2019.
