Proposed law exempts motor vehicles and modifications for use by persons with permanent
orthopedic disabilities from state sales and use tax.

Proposed law authorizes political subdivisions to apply all or part of the exemption to local sales and
use taxes.

Proposed law provides definitions for permanent orthopedic disability, vehicle, and modifications
to which the exemption applies.

Present law provides the exclusive list of state sales and use tax exemptions applicable until July 1,
2025.

Proposed law adds the exemption for purchases of motor vehicles and modifications for use by
persons with permanent orthopedic disabilities to the list of applicable state sales and use tax
exemptions.

Proposed law authorizes local government taxing authorities to exempt all or part of the purchase
of motor vehicles and modifications for use by persons with permanent orthopedic disabilities from
local sales and use tax.

Effective October 1, 2019.
