(2) Failing to obey traffic control signals and devices in violation of
R.S. 32:123, 231, or 232.

(3) Overtaking and passing another vehicle, bicycle, or school bus
or passing another vehicle in a no passing zone in violation of R.S. 32:71, 72,
73,73.1,74,75,76,76.1, 77, or 77.1.

(4) Engaging in unsafe lane changes in violation of R.S. 32:104.

(5) Following too closely in violation of R.S. 32:81.

(6) Failing to vield to the right-of-way in violation of R.S. 32:121,
122,123,124, or 175.

(7) Failing to drive within a marked lane of traffic in violation of
R.S. 32:79.

(8) Failing to yield to approaching traffic when approaching or
entering an intersection in violation of R.S. 32:121 or 123.

(9) Operating a motor vehicle in a bicycle lane in violation of R.S.
32:203.

(10) Harassing a bicyclist in violation of R.S. 32:201.

(11) Failing to vield to pedestrians in violation of R.S. 32:212 or
219."
