"D. Before any subcontractor having a contractual relationship with3
another subcontractor, but no direct contractual relationship with the contractor,4
shall have a right of action to enforce a claim under this Part against the5
contractor or surety on the bond furnished by the contractor, he must give  notice6
to the contractor at least thirty days prior to the institution of an action against the7
contractor, stating with substantial accuracy the amount claimed and the name of8
the other subcontractor for whom the labor or service was done or performed.9 "

13 On page 35, delete lines 1 through 8 and insert

14 "D. If before expiration of the period provided in Subsection A of this
15 Section and at least ten days before filing his statement of claim or privilege a
16 person granted a privilege under R.S. 9:4801(3) or (4), or a claim and privilege
17 under R.S. 9:4802, in connection with a residential work for which a timely notice
18 of contract was not filed gives notice of nonpayment to the owner, setting forth
19 the amount and nature of the obligation giving rise to the claim and privilege,
20 then the period in which the person is permitted to file his statement of privilege
21 or claim shall expire seventy days after: 
22 (1)  The filing of a notice of termination of the work. 
23 (2)  The substantial completion or abandonment of the work, if a notice of
24 termination is not filed."
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
