Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 49:149.25.1 is hereby enacted to read as follows:

§149.25.1. Chief Justice Pascal F. Calogero, Jr. Courthouse

of 400 Roval Street, and generally known as the Louisiana Supreme Court building,

1s hereby designated and shall hereafter be known as the "Chief Justice Pascal F.

Calogero, Jr. Courthouse".
