Abstract:  Authorizes the secretary of state to collect fees related to motor vehicle contract provider
applications and structured settlements.

Present law requires the secretary of state to determine and collect, in accordance with the
Administrative Procedure Act, fees that are reasonably necessary to carry out the duties of the office.

Proposed law retains present law.

Present law excludes fees provided for in present law and fees for elections.

Present law requires the secretary of state to publish a listing of fees annually in the official journal
of the state.

Proposed law authorizes the secretary of state to collect a fee of $600 for filing applications for
motor vehicle contract providers.

Proposed law authorizes the secretary of state to collect a fee of $250 for filing renewals for motor
vehicle contract providers.

Proposed law authorizes the secretary of state to collect a fee of $600 for filing initial structured
settlement registrations.

Proposed law authorizes the secretary of state to collect a fee of $250 for filing renewals for
structured settlement registrations.
