Present law authorizes the office of motor vehicles to contract with public license tag agents and auto
title companies to provide governmental services relative to drivers' licenses and registration of

motor vehicles.

Present law is silent on the methods of payment a public license tag agent and auto title company
may require or accept to pay for authorized transactions.

Proposed law requires public license tag agents and auto title companies to accept debit and credit
cards, authorizes the acceptance of checks, and prohibits requirement of cash only to pay for
authorized transactions.

Effective July 1, 2020.
