Proposed legislation requires cable service providers and video service providers to annually prepare and submit an
emergency service plan as to each type of service it offers to the public, including but not limited to cable, video, telephone,
and internet service. Providers must submit a copy of the plan to the Governor’s Office of Homeland Security (GOHSEP), the
Senate Committee on Commerce, Consumer Protection and International Affairs, and the House Committee of Commerce.
The Public Service Commission (PSC) shall also be required to adopt rules and regulations to provide for the content of the
emergency service plans.

Effective upon Governor’s signature.
