MENTAL HEALTH: Provides relative to petitions for authorizing involuntary outpatient
treatment

AN ACT

To amend and reenact R.S. 28:67(4), relative to behavioral health; to provide for persons
who may petition to the court to authorize involuntary outpatient treatment; and to
provide for related matters.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 28:67(4) is hereby amended and reenacted to read as follows:
§67. Petition to the court

A petition for an order authorizing involuntary outpatient treatment may be

filed in the judicial district in the parish in which the patient is present or reasonably
believed to be present. A petition to obtain an order authorizing involuntary

outpatient treatment may be initiated by one of the following persons:

HB 589 Original 2021 Regular Session Duplessis

Abstract: Provides for persons who may petition the court when authorizing involuntary
outpatient treatment.

Present law provides that a petition to obtain an order authorizing involuntary outpatient
treatment may be initiated by several authorized persons including any interested person
through counsel with written concurrence of the coroner in the jurisdiction in which the
person is found.

Proposed law retains present law but no longer requires that an interested person through
counsel shall have written concurrence of the coroner in the jurisdiction in which the person

1s found.
