WHEREAS, the Young Marines is a national youth organization whose mission is
to positively impact America's future by providing quality youth development programs for
boys and girls that nurture and develop responsible citizens who enjoy and promote a healthy
and drug-free lifestyle; and

WHEREAS, annually, the Young Marines National Headquarters recognizes
outstanding units throughout the country and names a National Unit of the Year; and

WHEREAS, the selection of a unit as a National Unit of the Year is an honor that
recognizes that particular unit as an embodiment of all the best of the organization and as
