Present law provides for the Louisiana Behavior Analyst Board (board) including the
membership, officers, meetings, and powers and duties of the board.

Proposed law provides that each member of the board shall be appointed for a term of four
years and that a vacancy in an unexpired term shall be filled in the manner of the original
appointment for the remainder of the unexpired term.
