"(2) Providing information in connection with a motor vehicle
collision, knowing that the collision was intentionally caused, for the purpose
of obtaining anything of value.

(3) Providing false information in connection with a motor vehicle
collision that did not occur for the purpose of obtaining anything of value."

"Section 2. R.S. 15:1352(A)(67) and (68) are hereby enacted to read as follows:

§1352. Definitions

A. As used in this Chapter, "racketeering activity" means
committing, attempting to commit, conspiring to commit, or soliciting,
coercing, or intimidating another person to commit any crime that is
punishable under the following provisions of Title 14 of the Louisiana
Revised Statutes of 1950, the Uniform Controlled Dangerous Substances
Law, or the Louisiana Securities Law:
