24 shall perform the duties normally required of such officers.  The said board shall also
25 cause the name by which the district is to be known to be recorded in a bound book
26 which shall also be the depository of the minutes and proceedings of the board,
27 certificates, oaths of commissioners and any and all corporate acts of the board.  This
28 book shall be in the custody of the secretary of the board and shall be open for public
29 inspection at all reasonable times."
