AN ACT
To amend and reenact R.S. 3:2074(D), relative to the Louisiana Equine Promotion and
Research Advisory Board; to provide for the terms of the members; to provide for
an effective date; and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 3:2074(D) is hereby amended and reenacted to read as follows:
§2074. Louisiana Equine Promotion and Research Advisory Board; creation and

organization

D. Members shall serve at the pleasure of the commissioner and-shaltserve

Section 2. This Act shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not
signed by the governor, upon expiration of the time for bills to become law without signature
by the governor, as provided by Article III, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana. If
vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by the legislature, this Act shall become

effective on the day following such approval.

Present law (R.S. 3:2074) creates the Louisiana Equine Promotion and Research Advisory
Board and provides for the organization of the board.

Present law requires that members serve at the pleasure of the commissioner and serve terms
concurrent with the term of the commissioner making the appointment.

Proposed law removes present law requirement that members serve terms concurrent with
the term of the commissioner making the appointment and otherwise retains present law.

Effective upon signature of the governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.
