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HB 812 Original 2022 Regular Session Boyd

Abstract: Provides relative to the quarterly reporting requirements of jail facilities to the La.
Commission on Law Enforcement and the Administration of Criminal Justice or the
legislative auditor.

Proposed law provides for definitions for the following terms: "administrative segregation", "average
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daily population", "case disposition", "confined inmate", "hold", "jail facility", "jail management

system", "maximum design capacity", "municipal offense", "sentenced inmate", and "unsentenced
inmate".

Proposed law requires the keeper of each jail facility to keep and maintain a daily record of certain
data provided for in proposed law.

Proposed law requires each jail facility to submit a quarterly report, beginning Jan. 15, 2023, to the
La. Commission on Law Enforcement and the Administration of Criminal Justice or the legislative
auditor.

Proposed law provides that if a jail facility fails to submit a quarterly report within 30 days after a
reporting date, the jail facility is considered noncompliant for the reporting period. Requires the La.
Commission on Law Enforcement and the Administration of Criminal Justice or the legislative
auditor to send a notice to the noncompliant jail facility.
