5 development, and quality of life in their region and state; and

6 WHEREAS, the Acadiana Planning Commission, the Lafayette Airport Commission,

7 Lafayette Consolidated Government, the Lafayette Convention and Visitors Commission,

8 Lafayette Economic Development Authority, One Acadiana, and the UL Lafayette Alumni

9 Association are joining together to celebrate the momentous achievements of the University
