Abstract: Establishes the Hazard Mitigation Revolving Loan Fund to be administered by the
Governor's Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Management, for the purpose of
providing financial assistance to local government hazard mitigation projects.

Proposed law provides the purpose of the fund, what monies may be deposited into the fund, and
how interest earned and extra money at the end of each fiscal year shall be credited.
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Proposed law provides definitions of "administrator", "eligible recipient", "federal law", "office".

Proposed law specifies that the fund may be used to make loans, for mitigation efforts, for
administering the fund, to earn interest, and any other use consistent with the federal grant program.

Proposed law provides the types of projects and activities that loans may be used for, including
projects that address natural hazards, zoning and land use planning, and implementation of current

building code standards relevant to disasters and natural hazards.
