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There will be an increase in SGF expenditures for the Department of Public Safety & Corrections - Corrections Services
(DPS&C) to the extent a person is convicted of carjacking resulting in serious bodily injury. Persons convicted shall be
imprisoned at hard labor (a felony) for not less than 8 years nor more than 20 years, without benefit of parole, probation, or
suspension of sentence. The exact fiscal impact is indeterminable, since it is unknown the number of individuals who will be
convicted of the crime of carjacking resulting in serious bodily injury. However, any individual convicted under the proposed
legislation and sentenced to the custody of DPS&C increases SGF expenditures of $26.39 per day per offender in adult local
housing, or $9,632 annually, and $83.23 per day per offender in a state facility, or $30,379 annually. The minimum
sentence under the proposed legislation is 10 years and will cost DPS&C $96,324 per offender in adult local housing and
$303,790 per offender in a state facility. The maximum sentence under the proposed legislation is 20 years and will cost
DPS&C $192,647 per offender in a adult local housing and $607,579 per offender in a state facility.

Current law provides that persons convicted of carjacking shall be imprisoned at hard labor for not less than 2 years no more
than 20 years, without the benefit of parole, probation, or suspension of sentence.

Proposed legislation provides for enhanced penalties for the crime of carjacking. Persons convicted of the crime of carjacking
resulting in serious bodily injury shall be imprisoned at hard labor for not less than 10 years no more than 20 years, without
the benefit of parole, probation, or suspension of sentence.

There is no anticipated direct material effect on governmental revenues as a result of this measure.
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
