9 C. When In addition to other penalties imposed pursuant to this Title,

10 when the operator's driving privileges were suspended for manslaughter, vehicular

11 homicide, or negligent homicide, first degree vehicular negligent injuring, or a

12 third or subsequent violation of operating a vehicle while intoxicated, the

13 offender shall be imprisoned for not less than sixty ninety days nor more than six

14 months one year without benefit of suspension of imposition or execution of

15 sentence.
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
