Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. Code of Criminal Procedure Article 833(B) and (C)(introductory
paragraph) are hereby amended and reenacted to read as follows:
Art. 833. Presence of defendant; misdemeanor prosecution
* * *
B.(1) A plea of not guilty of a misdemeanor shalt may be allowed to be
entered through counsel of record.

(2) and—m A plea of not guilty of a misdemeanor shall be allowed to be

entered through counsel of record in the absence of the defendant by the filing of a

sworn affidavit in advance of the scheduled arraignment date.
