Abstract: Authorizes proper venue in the parish of East Baton Rouge for activities against foreign
or alien insurers.

Present law (C.C.P. Art. 42(7)) requires that actions against foreign or alien insurers be brought in
the parish of East Baton Rouge.

Proposed law changes present law by removing the requirement that cases against foreign or alien
insurers shall be brought in the parish of East Baton Rouge.

Proposed law provides that actions against foreign or alien insurers may be filed under the general
rules of venue (C.C.P. Art. 42-45), including the parish of East Baton Rouge, or under the exceptions
to the general rules of venue (C.C.P. Arts. 71-78).
