(3) Consult with victims' advocacy groups and student leaders who represent
a variety of student organizations and affiliations, including student government
associations, academic associations, faith-based groups, cultural groups, and
fraternities and sororities, when meeting the requirements of Paragraph (1) of this
Subsection."

"t5) (4) Publish the survey results on the board's website and in any other
location or venue the board considers necessary or appropriate."
