ACT 389 (SB 136) 2023 Regular Session Barrow
Existing law creates the Baton Rouge North Economic Development District as a political
subdivision of the state in East Baton Rouge Parish. Provides for district boundaries and
powers and duties.
Existing law provides that the district shall be comprised of nine members, including two
members appointed by the state representative for House District No. 29. Requires that one

member be a representative of the business community.

New law removes one appointment granted to the state representative. Retains requirement
that remaining member be a representative of the business community.

Existing law provides that board members serve two-year terms.

New Law retains existing law.

Existing law requires the board to adopt rules and regulations as it deems necessary or
advisable for conducting its business affairs. Additionally requires the board to hold regular
meetings as provided in the bylaws and to hold special meetings at such times and places

within the district as provided in the bylaws.

New law retains existing law but requires that the rules and regulations include a procedure
for the removal of inactive board members.

Effective June 14, 2023.
