On page 1, delete lines 14 through 19 in their entirety and delete page 2 and insert the
following:

"The locations shall be published on the website of the secretary of state. and-may
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registrarof voters-and-cterkof eourt—Each The secretary of state's website shall also
include instructions on how a voter may subscribe to receive electronic notifications
of polling place location changes. If a parish registrar of voters or clerk of court
maintains a website, he shall publish on the website beginning thirty days prior to an
election a publicly available list of the locations of all polling places within the
parish, arranged by precinct."
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
