AMENDMENT NO. 1

On page 1, line 4, change "an affirmative defense;" to "affirmative defenses;"

AMENDMENT NO. 2

On page 1, delete lines 14 through 17 and insert in lieu thereof the following:

"C. Any of the following, if established by the defendant, shall be an
affirmative defense to this crime:

(1) The lawful order or command was neither received nor understood by the
defendant nor capable of being received or understood under the conditions and
circumstances that existed at the time of the issuance of the order.

(2) The peace officer did not activate his body camera before issuing the
lawful order or command.

(3) The defendant was on his private property and the peace officer
unlawfully entered upon that property."
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
