AMENDMENT NO. 1

On page 1, delete lines 11 through 19 and insert in lieu of the following:

"(1) "Nontransferable ticketing" means prohibiting a ticket holder from
giving away, reselling, or otherwise exchanging a ticket by a method of the ticket
holder's choosing.

(2) "Targeted promotion" means tickets that are offered at a discounted
price, which may include a discount in the ticket price or a waiver of contributions
for the right to purchase a ticket for any of the following:"

AMENDMENT NO. 2

On page 2, delete lines 5 through 7 and insert in lieu thereof the following:

"(c) Associations of members or veterans of the United States military, first
responders, educators, healthcare providers, and other professionals serving the

public good.

(d) Nonprofit organizations operating exclusively for the promotion of
religious, scientific, educational, literary, or social welfare interests."

AMENDMENT NO. 3

On page 2, line 11, delete "directly and indirectly"

AMENDMENT NO. 4

On page 2, line 12, after "available" and before "to" insert "for primary sale"

AMENDMENT NO. 5

On page 2, delete lines 20 through 23 and insert in lieu thereof the following:

"(6) "Transferable form" means tickets to be given away or resold without
penalty or discrimination."

AMENDMENT NO. 6

On page 3, after line 17, add the following:

"F. Notwithstanding any provisions of this Chapter to the contrary, any education
institution or associated nonprofit organization may establish and enforce prohibitions,
restrictions, or conditions on the resale and transfer of tickets sold or otherwise made
available to such institution or organization's officers, directors, employees, sponsors, or
vendors; or donors who have made a financial contribution to obtain the right to purchase
tickets."
