SB 346 Engrossed 2024 Regular Session Barrow

Proposed law provides for each city, parish, and other local public school boards to establish and
maintain in every school such grade-appropriate programs of wellness related to mental health and
substance abuse disorders, education, information, and counseling.

Proposed law provides for the state superintendent of education, with the approval of BESE, to
develop, furnish to local school boards, and coordinate the implementation of the programs as
required by proposed law. The programs must include, at a minimum, services that will increase
students' mental health literacy and promote emotional and behavioral learning.

Proposed law provides for BESE to promulgate rules to implement the provisions of proposed law
in accordance with Administrative Procedure Act.

Proposed law applies proposed law to all public schools, including charter schools.

Effective upon signature of the governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.
