AN ACT

To amend and reenact R.S. 34:1603.2(A), (D), and (E), relative to port and harbor police;

to provide for removing provisions based on population; to provide for an effective

date; and to provide for related matters.

Notice of intention to introduce this Act has been published.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:

Section 1. R.S. 34:1603.2(A), (D), and (E) are hereby amended and reenacted to read
as follows:

§1603.2. Port and harbor police

accordmg-to-the-tatest-federat-decenntal-ecensus The board may, in its discretion,

appoint, fix salaries of, and pay port and harbor police. The port and harbor police
may consist of any number of people of good character and citizens of the state who
have completed a course certified by the Council on Peace Officer Standards and
Training; however, no member shall be under eighteen years of age.

D. Any persons arrested by officers of the commission meeting the
requirements of Subsection A of this Section and the return of all warrants or
processes served by these officers shall be surrendered or delivered to the criminal
sheriff of the parish in which the arrest occurred as determined by location of arrest;

provided this shall in no way deprive the sheriff or deputy sheriff in aparsh-witha

to-fifty=sevenrthousand-four-hundred the parishes of Iberia and Vermilion from

making arrests or from serving warrants or process of court in any such place or on
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any such premises.

The board shall adopt rules and regulations for the conduct, management, and
control of the port and harbor police, and shall, from time to time, enlarge, modify,
or change such rules and regulations in its discretion.

Section 2. This Act shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not
signed by the governor, upon expiration of the time for bills to become law without signature
by the governor, as provided by Article III, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana. If
vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by the legislature, this Act shall become

effective on the day following such approval.
