during the COVID-19 pandemic; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Anthony was a loving husband to Grace Lavern Woods and a
caring father to Lorena Yvette Guillory, Victor Roland Woods, and Donald Anthony Woods,
Jr.; he was a proud grandfather to three grandchildren and great-grandfather to six great-

grandchildren; and
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WHEREAS, Mr. Anthony was a genuine public servant who was admired by all of
his peers in St. Bernard Parish Government; he will be deeply missed, but the legacy of his
service shall live on in perpetuity in the hearts and minds of those who were privileged to
have known him.
