8 each placed first in their respective weight classes; Ava Martinez, Kerianne Louque, Zae'li

9 Florian, and Kelis Washington each placed second in their respective weight classes; and

10 Chloe Lorio and Rilee Roussel placed third in their weight classes; and

11 WHEREAS, the Lutcher High School athletic program is led by Dwain Jenkins, who

12 also serves as the school's head football coach; and
