15 D.  To produce sufficient revenue to offset the expenses incurred by the
16 division in administering this Chapter, an annual registration fee of one hundred
17 dollars shall be paid. application for registration or renewal of registration of an
18 athlete agent pursuant to this Chapter shall be accompanied by the appropriate
19 registration fee as follows:
20 (1)  One thousand dollars for an initial application for registration. 
21 (2)  Five hundred dollars for a registration based on a certificate of
22 registration issued by another state.
23 (3)  One thousand dollars for renewal of a registration.
24 (4)  Five hundred dollars for renewal of registration based on a certificate of
25 registration issued by another state.
26 E.  The registration or renewal of registration is valid for two years.  Renewal
27 of the registration may be made by the filing of an application for renewal.
28 F.  All funds received from the payment of the registration fees imposed and
29 collected pursuant to the provisions of this Section shall be deposited into the
30 Department of Justice Legal Support Fund pursuant to R.S. 49:259.
31 Section 2.  R.S. 4:422(C) is hereby repealed in its entirety."
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
