1 A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

2 To designate Wednesday, April 22, 2025, as Ascension Parish Day at the state capitol.

3 WHEREAS, Ascension Parish has a rich and enduring history rooted in resilience,

5 visionary leaders, and dedicated businesses; and

6  WHEREAS, Ascension Parish's long-standing industries and family-owned

8 emerging businesses continue to invest in the parish, which drives innovation and expands

9 opportunity; and
