A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, presented with her Eagle Scout badge, Kay joins the ranks of such
esteemed and respected Eagle Scouts as the Honorable Gerald R. Ford, thirty-eighth

president of the United States; Captain James Lovell, commander of the Apollo 13 space
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flight; Neil Armstrong, first man to walk on the moon; Stephen Spielberg, three-time
Academy Award winning director; and Bill Gates, founder of Microsoft; and

WHEREAS, the legacy of Scouting America is indeed a rich one, for it not only
includes a history of service and proud citizenship which spans more than a century, but also
includes the history of service and singular accomplishments of Kay Frederickson, a young
woman to be recognized and commended by future Eagle Scouts and her community for the
deep human values and genuine spirit of good fellowship that she inspires.
