Toamend and reenact R.S. 22:1283, relative to motorcycleliability insurance; to extend the
time period in which a policyholder may provide proof of appropriate license
endorsements; to extend thetimeinwhichaninitial applicant for motorcycleliability
insurance may provide proof of appropriate license endorsements; and to providefor
related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 22:1283 is hereby amended and reenacted to read as follows:
§1283. Proof of motorcycle endorsement
A. Each person who makes an application for issuance of a policy of
insurance covering a motorcycle shall provide proof of the appropriate license
endorsement required by R.S. 32:408(C). Such proof shall be provided to theinsurer

or its producer at-the-tire within ninety days of application for such policy. If the

policy of insurance isissued by an insurer that does not maintain an office in this

state, then the person may submit a sworn affidavit that he has the proper license

endorsement to the insurer.
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€: B. Inthe case of an initial application for the endorsement, the insurer
may issue a policy not to extend more than thirty ninety days.
B- C. Inadditionto any other applicable penalties, anyoneinviolation of this

Section shall be subject to afine of no more than five hundred dollars.

Abstract: Changestime periodsin which aperson applying for motorcycle insurance must
provide proof of appropriate motorcycle license endorsements to insurer.

Present law requires that any person who makes application to an insurer for a policy of
insurancethat will cover amotorcycleto provide proof of the appropriate motorcyclelicense
endorsements at the time of the application.

Present law prohibitsan insurer from issuing apolicy of motorcycleinsuranceto any person
who does not provide proof of the license endorsement required by present law.

Present law also providesthat, in the event of aninitial application for apolicy of insurance
that will cover a motorcycle, the insurer may allow the applicant 30 days to provide proof
of the appropriate motorcycle license endorsements.

Proposed law changes present law by requiring that any person who makes application to
an insurer for a policy of insurance that will cover a motorcycle to provide proof of the
appropriate motorcycle license endorsements within 90 days of application submittal.

Proposed law changes present law by requiring an applicant making initial application for
a policy of motorcycle insurance to submit proof of the appropriate motorcycle license
endorsement to the insurer within 90 days of application submittal instead of 30 days.
Proposed law deletes the provision of present law prohibiting an insurer from issuing a
policy of motorcycle insurance to any person who does not provide proof of the appropriate
motorcycle license endorsements at the time of submittal.
