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Provides relative to the organization of the state Department of Education

Present law creates the Department of Education to be composed of the executive office of the superintendent, the office of management
and finance, the office of literacy, the STEM office (science, technology, engineering, and math), the office of college and career readiness,
the office of departmental support, the office of innovation, the Special School District, and such other offices as shall be created by law.
Proposed law eliminates the office of literacy, the office of science, technology, engineering, and mathematics, the office of college and
career readiness, the office of departmental support, and the office of innovation, and adds the office of district support. The proposed
legislation changes the requirement of appointment of deputy superintendent of the department to authorizing the appointment of a
deputy state superintendent. Present law provides that each office within the Dept. of Education shall be under the immediate supervision
and direction of an assistant deputy superintendent, who shall be appointed by the superintendent with consent of the Senate. Proposed
law provides that the office of management and finance and office of district support shall be under the immediate supervision and
direction of a deputy superintendent, who shall be appointed by the state superintendent with consent of the Senate. The duty of personnel
management is moved from the office of management and finance to the state superintendent.
