Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 15:1204.2(B)(8)(a) and (c) are hereby amended and reenacted to read
asfollows:
§1204.2. Creation of system; functions; powers; duties
B. The system, by and through the commission, shall have the following
functions, powers, and duties:
(8)(a) To present annually to the governor and members of the legislature,
on or before May first, a prifted report containing the crimina statistics of the

preeeding most recently available calendar year and to present at such other times

as the commission may deem wise, or the governor, et the chairman of the House
Committee on Administration of Crimina Justice, or the chairman of the Senate
Committee on Judiciary C may request, reports on specia aspects of criminal

statistics.

(c) A sufficient number of copies of all reports shall be printed for

distribution to the governor, the chairman of the House Committee on

Administration of Criminal Justice, and the chairman of the Senate Committee on
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Judiciary C, and as many others as may be requested. The report shall be made

availableelectronically on the commission'swebsiteto all public officialsinthestate

dealing with crimesor criminalsand for general distribution in the interest of public

enlightenment.
