To enact R.S. 42:66(O), relative to dual officeholding and dual employment; to allow a2

member of the faculty or staff of a public higher education institution to also hold3

certain appointive office or employment in the government of the United States; and4

to provide for related matters.5

Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:6

Section 1.  R.S. 42:66(O) is hereby enacted to read as follows:7

§66.  Exemptions8

O.  Nothing in this Part shall be construed to prohibit a member of the faculty10

or staff of a public higher education institution from also holding an appointive11

office or employment in the government of the United States in a health care facility12

as a health care provider or researcher.13
