To enact Code of Criminal Procedure Article 921.1, relative to procedures in appellate
courts; to providefor transmittal of adecision in an appellate court to the court from
which the appeal wastaken and to the Department of Public Safety and Corrections;
and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. Code of Criminal Procedure Article 921.1 is hereby enacted to read as
follows:

Art. 921.1. Notice of decision in criminal appeals

A. In addition to the reguirements regarding transmission of notice of

judgment and copiesof decisionsunder the Uniform Rulesof L ouisiana Courts

of Appeal, when a decision in an appellate court in a criminal appeal is

rendered, theclerk of court shall transmit anoticeor copy of thedecisiontothe

clerk of court from which theappeal wastaken and tothe Department of Public

Safety and Corrections.

B. When a decision of the supreme court is rendered in a criminal

appeal, the clerk of court shall transmit a notice or copy of the decision to the
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clerk of court from which theappeal wastaken and tothe Department of Public

Safety and Corrections.

Proposed law providesthat, in addition to the requirements regarding transmission of notice
of judgment and copies of decisions under the Uniform Rules of La. Courtsof Appeal, when
a decision in an appellate court in a criminal appeal is rendered, the clerk of court is to
transmit a notice or copy of the decision to the clerk of court from which the appea was
taken and to the Dept. of Public Safety and Corrections.

Proposed law provides that when a decision of the supreme court is rendered in acriminal
appeal, the clerk of court isto transmit anotice or copy of the decision to the clerk of court
from which the appeal was taken and to the Dept. of Public Safety and Corrections.
Effective August 1, 2014.
