CAPITAL OUTLAY: Requireslineitem appropriationsfor nongovernmental entitiesinthe
capital outlay bill to be listed in a separate schedule and requires the date the
application was received to be included in the project title

AN ACT
To amend and reenact R.S. 39:101(E) and to enact R.S. 39:104(D), relative to the capital
outlay budget; to require the division of administration to provide a separate
schedulewithin the capital outlay bill for appropriationsto certain nongovernmental
entities; to require certain information in capital outlay project titles; and to provide
for related matters.
Beit enacted by the Legidlature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 39:101(E) is hereby amended and reenacted and R.S. 39:104(D) is
hereby enacted to read as follows:
8101. Capital outlay budget request; feasibility studies
E. Upon receipt of the request required by this Section, the division of
administration shall certify the date and time when the request was received. The

date certified by the division of administration as the date the request was received

shall be included within the title of a nongovernmental entity project that receives

an appropriation in the capital outlay budget.

8104. Capital outlay budget preparation

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D. Thedivision of administration shall establish a separate schedule within

the capital outlay budget that includes all line item appropriations for

nongovernmental entities which are neither abudget unit nor apolitical subdivision

of the state. For purposes of this Subsection, the term "nongovernmental entities'

shall include al not-for-profit and for-profit entities receiving line item

appropriations in the capital outlay budget.

Champagne HB No. 434

Abstract: Requires the division of administration to establish a separate schedule within
the capital outlay bill that includesall lineitem appropriationsfor nongovernmental
entities and requires the certified date that the project's application was received be
included in the project's title.

Present law requires the division of administration (DOA) to prepare a five year capital
outlay budget that includes a list of projects requested to be undertaken within the time
period, projects recommended by the DOA to be undertaken within the time period, the
projected expenditures for each project, and the reasons for rejection of any requested
project.

Proposed law retains present law but adds a requirement that the DOA establish a separate
schedule within the capital outlay bill for al line item appropriations to nongovernmental
entities which are neither a budget unit nor a political subdivision of the state. Further
provides that the term "nongovernmental entities" shall include all not-for-profit and for-
profit entities receiving line item appropriations.

Present law requiresall entities seeking funding for aproject in acapital outlay act to submit

applications no later than the first day of November each year. Further requires the DOA
to certify the date and time the request was received.

Proposed law retains present law but further requires that the date certified as the date the
request was received be included within the title of a nongovernmental entity project that
receives an appropriation in a capital outlay act.
