MINERALS. Provides relative to the prescription of nonuse for properties transferred in
connection to an economic development project. (8/1/14)

AN ACT

ToenactR. S. 31:149(1), relativeto the prescription of nonuse; providesthat the prescription
of nonuse for mineral rights does not run against land that was transferred in
connection with an economic development project; to provide for a notice of
reinscription and its contents; to provide terms, conditions, and requirements; and to
provide for related matters.

Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 31:149(1) is hereby enacted to read as follows:
§149. Mineral rightsreserved from acquisitions of land by governments or agencies

thereof imprescriptible

* * *

((1) When land isacquir ed from any person by an acquiring authority

or other person, through act of sale, exchange, donation, or other contract, as

part of an economic development proj ect pursuant to a cooper ative endeavor

agreement between the acquiring authority and the state through the

Department of Economic Development, as evidenced in a certification by the

secretary of the Department of Economic Development attached to the
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instrument by which the land is acquired, and a mineral right subject to the

prescription of nonuse is reserved in the instrument by which the land is

acquired, the prescription of nonuse shall thereafter not run against theright

whether the title to the land remains in the acquiring authority or is

subsequently transferred to a third person, public or private.

(2) Theprescription of nonuseshall commencetorun ten year safter the

date of execution of the instrument by which the land was acquired and the

mineral rights subject to the prescription of nonuseisreserved, unless a notice

of reinscription isrecor ded befor ethepr escription of nonusecommencestorun.

Atimely recorded noticeof reinscription shall continuetointerrupt therunning

of the prescription of nonusefor a period of ten yearsfrom the datethe notice

of reinscription isrecorded, and subseguent notices of reinscription recorded

prior to the prescription of nonuse commencing to run shall each continue to

interrupt the running of the prescription of nonuse for a period of ten years

from the date the notice of reinscription is recorded. Each notice of

reinscription shall be signed by a current owner of thereserved mineral right

and shall contain all of the following:

(a) Thenameof theoriginal property owner transferringtheland for the

economic development project.

(b) The name of the acquiring authority or person who acquired the

property.

(c) Thedate of execution of theoriginal transfer instrument.

The original instrument and the following digest, which constitutes no part
of the legidlative instrument, were prepared by McHenry Lee.

DIGEST

Long (SB 570)
Present law providesthat mineral rights are subject to aprescription of nonuse for 10 years.

Proposed law provides when land is acquired from any person by an acquiring authority
through an act of sale, exchange, donation, or other contact as part of an economic
development project pursuant to a certain cooperative endeavor agreement, asevidenced in
a certification by the secretary of DED and a minera right otherwise subject to the
prescription of nonuseis reserved, the prescription of nonuse will not run against the right,
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whether thetitleto theland remainsin the acquiring authority or is subsequently transferred
to athird person, public or private.

Proposed law provides that the prescription of nonuse will commence to run 10 years after
the date of execution of the instrument by which the land was acquired, unless a notice of
reinscription is recorded before the prescription of nonuse commences to run.

Proposed law provides that a timely recorded notice of reinscription will continue to
interrupt the running of the prescription of nonuse for aperiod of 10 yearsfrom the date the
notice of reinscription isrecorded, and subsequent notices of reinscription recorded prior to
the prescription of nonuse commencing to run shall each continue to interrupt the running
of the prescription of nonusefor aperiod of 10 yearsfrom the date the notice of reinscription
IS recorded.

Proposed law requires that each notice of reinscription will include certain information.

Proposed law requires the notice of reinscription to be signed by a current owner of the
reserved minera right.

Effective August 1, 2014.
