AN ACT
To enact R.S. 18:1491.4(D)(3), relative to certain contributions by certain political
committees; to provide certain requirements regarding contributions to candidates
and to principal campaign committeesand subsidiary committees of candidates; and
to provide for related matters.
Beit enacted by the Legidlature of Louisiana:

Section 1. R.S. 18:1491.4(D)(3) is hereby enacted to read as follows:

* * *

(3) A poalitical committee, which isnot the principal campaign committee or

designated subsidiary committee of a candidate, that makes a contribution to a

candidate or to the principal campaign committee or designated subsidiary

committee of a candidate shall clearly indicate to the candidate or the principa

campaign committee or designated subsidiary committee of the candidate that the

contribution isfrom apolitical committee either by a designation on the check or by

a separate notification attached to the contribution.

Abstract: Requiresapolitical committee (not a candidate's committee) to clearly indicate
that its contribution to a candidate or the principal campaign committee or
designated subsidiary committee of the candidateisfrom apolitical committeeeither
by a designation on the check or by a separate notification attached to the
contribution.

Present law (Campaign Finance Disclosure Act—R.S. 18:1491.4), rel ativeto the expenditure
of campaign funds by political committees, prohibits any expenditure of campaign funds
except by check drawn on adesignated campaign depository (bank, savings and loan, credit
union, or money market mutual fund), from a petty cash fund subject to certain restrictions,
or by electronic fundstransfer. Requireseach check to be made payableto aspecific person,
except a check made payable to petty cash. Requires each check to indicate the objects or
services for which the check is drawn and requires the check to be maintained as part of the
records required by present law (R.S. 18:1491.5). Requires an electronic funds transfer to
be to a specific person and requires that records are maintained as to the objects or services
for which such transfer of funds was made. Requires detailed records of each electronic
fund transfer to be maintained as part of therecordsrequired in present law (R.S. 18:1491.5).

Proposed law maintains present law and addsarequirement that apolitical committee, which
isnot the principal campaign committee or designated subsidiary committee of acandidate,
that makes a contribution to a candidate or to the principal campaign committee or
designated subsidiary committee of a candidate clearly indicate to the candidate or the
principal campaign committee or designated subsidiary committee of the candidate that the
contribution is from a political committee either by a designation on the check or by a
separate notification attached to the contribution.
