MOTOR VEHICLES: Providesrelative to motor vehicle inspection checkpoints

AN ACT
To amend and reenact R.S. 32:295.4, relative to motor vehicle inspection; to provide
guidelines for motor vehicle inspection checkpoints by law enforcement agencies;
to provide for the location of checkpoints; and to provide for related matters.
Beit enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 32:295.4 is hereby amended and reenacted to read as follows:

8§295.4. Guidedines for seat belt, motor vehicle inspection, and motor vehicle

liability security checkpoints; law enforcement agencies
All law enforcement agenciesinvolved in traffic enforcement shall establish

guidelines for the operation of seat belt checkpoints, motor vehicle inspection

checkpoints, and or proof of compul sory motor vehicleliability security checkpoints.
Such guidelines shall include but not be limited to the following provisions:

(1) Thelocation, time, and duration for seat belt, motor vehicle inspection,

and or compulsory motor vehicle liability security checkpoints shall be established
in written form by supervisory or other administrative personnel of the law
enforcement agency rather than the field officersimplementing the checkpoint.

(2) For purposes of motor vehicleinspections, thelocation of the checkpoint

shall not be less than two hundred fifty feet from a bridge, overpass, or the

intersection between two state highways or between a state and federa highway.

Abstract: Requires law enforcement agencies to follow the same guidelines for motor
vehicle ingpection checkpoints as in seat belt and motor vehicle liability security
checkpoints.

Present law requires that all law enforcement agencies involved in traffic enforcement
establish guidelinesfor the operation of seat belt checkpointsand proof of compul sory motor
vehicle liability security checkpoints.

Proposed law adds motor vehicle inspection checkpoints to present |aw.

Present law provides that checkpoint guidelines include location, time, and duration, and
they shall be established in written form by supervisory or administrative personnel rather
than field officers. Proposed law provides that the location of a motor vehicle inspection
checkpoint cannot belessthan 250 feet from abridge, overpass, or the intersection between
two state highways or between a state and federal highway.
