Section 1. Code of Criminal Procedure Article 926.1(A)(1) and (H)(3) are hereby
amended and reenacted to read as follows:
Art. 926.1. Application for DNA testing
A.(1) PriortoAugust 31, 2644 2019, a person convicted of afelony may file
an application under the provisions of this Article for post-conviction relief
requesting DNA testing of an unknown sample secured in relation to the offense for
which hewas convicted. Onor after August 31, 26344 2019, apetitioner may request
DNA testing under the rules for filing an application for post-conviction relief as

provided in Article 930.4 or 930.8 of this Code.

(3) After service of the application on the district attorney and the law
enforcement agency in possession of the evidence, the clerks of court of each parish
and al law enforcement agencies, including but not limited to district attorneys,
sheriffs, the office of state police, local police agencies, and crime laboratories shall

preserve until August 31, 2634 2019, all items of evidencein their possession which
