WHEREAS, the Delgado Dolphins baseball team is truly "the community's home
team", with players on the roster hailing from nineteen municipalities and twenty-five high
schools across southeast Louisiana; and

WHEREAS, eight student athletes earned associate degrees this year, during the
team’'samazing run, two of whom were named as Chancellor'sHonor Graduateswith at | east

a 3.8 grade point average; and
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WHEREAS, Coach Joe Scheuermann was recognized by his peers as conference,
district, and region coach of the year; and

WHEREAS, Coach Joe Scheuermann earned his eight hundredth career victory at
Delgado Community College during the 2014 season.
